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Kindergarten Supply List

     1 box of 24 count Crayola Crayons

     1 box of 12 count Crayola Colored Pencils

     1 box of Crayola Classic Colors Markers (sometimes these are boxes of 8 or 10)

     2 glue sticks (we go through these fairly quickly, so your child will probably need one new stick per month)

     1 plastic school box to store above items in desk

     Bible (This can be a child's Bible. We usually use the NIV in class)

     1 - 2 pocket folder (This will be sent home daily and is our main source of communication. This may need to 
be replaced during the year as they do wear out. Plastic ones cost a little more initially, but are much more 
durable than paper and can be washed when they get sticky.)

     1 small pillow and 1 small blanket for nap time (Needs to fit inside cubby)

     1 backpack (please, no character logos)

     2 boxes of tissues (we keep 2 or 3 out around the classroom, so these do not need to be labeled)
    
Special Note: When choosing school shoes for your child, please select pairs that he/she can put on and fasten 
independently. This will save us time and will give your child a sense of accomplishment.

Misc. Supplies:

     Clorox or Baby Wipes (we use these daily)

     Hand Sanitizer (very important since we don't have sinks in the classrooms)

Please be sure all supplies (except tissues) are clearly labeled with your child's name.

Please do not send scissors. We have a set for the classroom.

We will also supply pencils and writing paper.

Art Class Supplies:

     Sharpie Pens (x 2) 1 Fine Point and 1 Ultra Fine Point; both black.
     Pencil (x 2) Two #2 pencils
     Eraser Pink Pearl or similar
     Pencil Sharpener Needs to be a manual sharpener with shavings compartment attached (to keep 

the shavings off the floor). 
     1 Box Colored Pencils Need to be a minimum of 12 colors (can be more if desired)

*All Art supply items need to be sent and stored in a plastic zip-lock styled bag labeled with student’s name and 
grade. (Please no plastic boxes or mesh bags. The zip lock bags store the best, and they are inexpensive.)
